Main Task: In groups, students read an email from Karen (about the problem she is facing), discuss and work out a solution to the problem.

Overall Lesson Sequence Organisation

Stage 1: Preparation for the main task

Stage 2: The main task: the discussion

Stage 3: Find out the solution(s) for the problem(s) and perhaps reading it aloud to the whole class
Stage 4: (Optional: for more able students) Drafting of the reply. If time permits, have students write out the reply to Karen, and read it out to the whole class.
Lesson Procedure
Stage 1

1 Revise quickly the grammar and vocabulary involved, 

Example:

Turn to page 5. Look at picture (5). What is happening? (..shouting at/quarrel with …) If you were the prefect, what would you say to the two girls? (You should/shouldn’t …)’

2 Identify and underline the main problem from the email for discussion.
